With increased use of the Internet and 
the convenience of automated teller ma-
chines and credit cards, identity theft has 
become a major problem in the United 
States. Victims of identity theft usually 
do not suspect the theft until it is much 
too late, providing ample time for the thief 
to commit the crime and obtain property 
and services from vendors. Simple safe-
guards such as the tips below can help 
prevent consumers from falling victim to 
identity theft.

1. Watch for shoulder-surfers. When giv-
ing a PIN number or a credit card number 
in an ATM machine, over the phone, or on 
a computer, be aware of who is nearby 
and make sure no one is looking over 
your shoulder to make a note of the keys 
you’re pressing. 

2. Require photo ID verification. Rather 
than signing the back of your credit card, 
write “See Photo ID”. The note will direct 
store clerks to also make sure you match 
the picture on your photo ID. 

3. Shred everything. One way that iden-
tity thieves acquire information is by go-
ing through the garbage. Buy a personal 
shredder and shred all papers with per-
sonal information on them before dispos-
ing of them. 

4. Destroy digital data. When you sell, 

trade or dispose of a computer, hard 
drive, CD, DVD or backup tape, take ex-
tra steps to ensure the data is completely 
destroyed. Simply deleting the data or 
reformatting a hard drive is not enough as 
anyone with a technical skill can recover 
data. Consider physically destroying me-
dia with personal information on them by 
breaking or shattering them before dis-
posing of it. 

5. Be diligent about checking statements. 
There are two benefits. First, if you are 
diligent about checking your monthly 
bank and credit statements, you will be 
aware if one of them doesn’t arrive and 
that can alert you that perhaps someone 
stole it from your mailbox or while it was in 
transit. Second, you can ensure that the 
charges, purchases or other entries on 
the statement are legitimate and match 
your records so that you can quickly iden-
tify and address any suspicious activity. 

6. Pay your bills at the post office. Never 
leave your paid bills in your mailbox to be 
sent out. A thief who raids your mailbox 
would be able to acquire critical infor-
mation in one envelope: your name, ad-
dress, account number, bank information, 
and routing numbers from the bottom of 
your check, and a copy of your signature 
from your check for forgery purposes. 

7. Limit the information on your checks. It 

may be convenient to have your drivers 
license number or social security num-
ber imprinted on your personal checks to 
save some time when you write one, but if 
it falls into the wrong hands it may reveal 
too much information. 

8. Protect your Social Security number. It 
is suggested that you do not carry your 
Social Security in your wallet with your 
drivers license and other identification. 
You should never use your Social Secu-
rity Number as any part of a username 
or password that you establish and you 
should never divulge it to telephone so-
licitors or in response to spam or phishing 
scam emails either. 

9. Buyer beware. If you are buying some-
thing online, you should have some level 
of trust that the company you are doing 
business with is legitimate and that they 
take the security of your personal infor-
mation as seriously as you do. When you 
do make online purchases, read the com-
pany’s online privacy policy to ensure you 
agree with it and make sure you are on a 
secure or encrypted web site. 

Protect Yourself From Identity Theft

With the summer months finally here, 
many of us will be sitting around those 
warm fire pits and campfires. Here are 
some safety tips to keep you and your 
family safe this summer season.

Portable Fire Pits 

•	 Portable fire pits shall not be used on 
any balcony, under any overhanging 
portion of a structure or within 10 feet of 
any structure and must be placed on a 
noncombustible surface.

•	 Portable fire pits shall not be used be-
tween 12 AM (midnight) and the follow-
ing sunrise.

Recreational (Camp) Fires

•	 Recreational fires are permitted with 
verbal permission from the Fire Depart-

ment. You must call in and obtain per-
mission on the day you wish to have a 
recreational fire at 763-7842. 

•	 Recreational fires are permitted only 
between the hours of 6 AM and 11 PM 

•	 Recreational fires shall not be located 
within 25 feet of a structure.  The total 
fire area shall not exceed three feet in 
diameter.

All Fires

•	 Burning of yard waste, building mate-
rials or other refuse is prohibited; only 
clean, dry wood can be used.

•	 Flammable or combustible liquids shall 
not be used to ignite the fire.

•	 Smoke shall be limited and not become 
a nuisance to neighbors or public roads. 

•	 No flame shall exceed one foot in height 
over the source fuel at any time.

•	 All fires shall be continuously attended 
with an adequate means of extinguish-
ment.

•	 On days when conditions are unaccep-
   table for burning, all fires will be prohib-
   ited.

The Burlington Fire Department began 
a new era as the City’s first full time Fire 
Chief will took the reigns on June 3. Perry 
Howard, 32 year veteran and an Assistant 
Fire Chief with the Beach Park Illinois Fire
Protection District and Lieutenant with the 
Arlington Heights, Illinois Fire Department 
has been hired after an extensive nation-
wide search.

Mr. Howard holds a Masters of Business 
Administration and Human Resource 
Management from the Keller Graduate 
School of Management and a Bachelor’s 
degree in Fire Science Management from 
Southern Illinois University. He is also 
a graduate of the Executive Fire Officer 
Program at the National Fire Academy.

Mr. Howard holds several professional 
certifications including Fire Officer I, II, 
and III from the Illinois State Fire Mar-
shall’s Office and countless other certi-
fications including Hazardous Materials 

Operations, WMD Incident Management 
Systems, Training Program Manager and 
Incident Safety Officer. Mr. Howard also 
currently teaches at Southern Illinois Uni-
versity as an adjunct professor.

“We are excited to have such a profes-
sionally trained and experienced Fire 
Chief coming to the City of Burlington,” 
said Mayor Robert Miller. “Mr. Howard 
clearly rose to the top after an extensive 
national search.”

Mr. Howard is also an extensive author 
having written several journal articles for 
the National Fire Academy in Emmits-
burg, Maryland.

Mr. Howard will head a department with 
approximately 47 volunteers and four 
paid fire personnel, including three engi-
neers and a fire inspector.

And it explains why one gov-
ernment, the United States government, 
deemed it wise, and perhaps even neces-
sary, to treat it so. Though the book fo-
cuses primarily on the U. S. government’s 
response to the UFO phenomenon, also 
included is the treatment of the subject by 
the governments of Sweden, Australia, 
France, Spain, and other countries.

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Out and About
Please Brake for Pedestrians

Did you know that 
each year, cars, 
trucks and buses kill 
almost 6,000 pedes-

trians?  Sixteen people 
are hit and killed each day 

somewhere in the United States.  Sixty 
pedestrians on average are killed each 
year in Wisconsin, and more than 1,600 
suffer injuries. By using common sense, 
pedestrians and drivers can help pre-
vent death and injury.  Below are some 
tips to help keep pedestrians safe:

When operating a motor vehicle, the 
driver must yield to pedestrians who 
have started crossing at an intersec-
tion or crosswalk on a “walk” signal or 
green light if there is no walk signal. The 
driver must yield to pedestrians who are 
crossing the highway within a marked 
or unmarked crosswalk (at an intersec-
tion where there are no traffic control 
signals). Drivers should not attempt to 
overtake and pass any vehicle that stops 
at an intersection or crosswalk to permit 

a pedestrian or bicyclist 
to cross the roadway 

safely.

As you travel 

through the City of Burlington you will 
notice several crosswalk signs in the 
middle of the roadway. When pedestri-
ans are waiting to cross, drivers must 
yield and allow the pedestrians to cross. 

Pedestrians should keep in mind this law 
only applies when crossing at a marked  
crosswalk or unmarked intersection.  Pe-
destrians should always be diligent and 
take extra care in the evening hours. 
Never assume drivers can see you and 
obey traffic rules to reduce the chance of 
being struck by a motor vehicle.

Adults need to take special care to teach 
children to behave safely when they are 
around vehicular traffic. Supervision is 
crucial through about age 9. Motorists 
are also responsible for child pedestrian 
safety. Slow down in school zones, near 
parks, pools and in neighborhoods. Par-
ents dropping off children at school are 
a major threat to walking children and to 
those leaving motor vehicles. Stay cau-
tious after dropping off your own child.

Both drivers and pedestrians have cer-
tain safety responsibilities that depend 
on both circumstances and common 
sense.

Around the Home

City water users should be aware that 
the Sewer Irrigation Allowance for wa-
ter usage during the quarter of June 
through September is now in effect.

During this summer quarter, outside wa-
ter usage (watering lawns/landscape, 
washing vehicles, filling pools) which 
does not flow through the sewer, is 
NOT calculated as part of your sewer 
charge.  Instead, the sewer rate for the 
summer quarter is calculated based on 
your First Quarter (December to March) 
usage or the Second Quarter (April to 
June) usage, whichever amount is lower.

The Sewer Irrigation Allowance is for sin-
gle family residential customers only and is 
for water usage during mid- June through 
mid-September.  The customer receives 
this water/sewer bill on October 1, 2012.
