                                                     1.  Winter Restricted Parking.  Parking is prohibited on any street from 10 PM to 6 AM 
                                                          every time snowfall reaches 3 inches in a 24 hour period for up to 48 hours after the 
                                                          snowfall has ceased.  

                                                    2.  Winter Emergency.  Parking is prohibited on any street at all times when a Winter 
                                                         Emergency is declared. 

           To avoid the risk of ticketing and towing, please pay attention to the weather forecast.  If you aren’t sure if parking
           is prohibited, use the tools below to make sure you are not towed.
